Course Description:
Year 1:
This course is a review of the history and philosophy of administration of justice in America.  The student identifies the various subsystems, role expectations, and their interrelationship; theories of crime, punishment, and rehabilitation; and ethics, education, and training for professionalism in the system.

Year 2:
This course is a review of the historical development and philosophy of law and constitutional provisions, definitions, classification of crime, and their application to the system of administration of justice, legal research, study of case law, methodology, and concepts of law as a social force.

Additionally, this two-year competency-based course curriculum provides students with the skills necessary to successfully complete entry-level examinations within the administration of justice system.  Throughout the two year program, students will be introduced, both academically and in practical use, in the areas of firearms safety and range familiarization, baton tactics, arrest and control tactics, chemical agent tactics, weaponless defensive tactics, other less-lethal and non-lethal equipment, physical fitness training, and discipline.
Students will be required to provide ten (10) hours of community service each quarter.  This requirement maybe accomplished by volunteering at a local law enforcement department, probation department, parole department, district attorney’s office, court clerk’s office, or any other community service approved by the instructors.

8. Course Outline:
Career Preparation Standards/SCANS:

All work site learning methodologies including Community Classroom and Cooperative Vocational Education will be utilized when appropriate.

Writing

Students will demonstrate within their writings how they analyzing by examining and break information into parts by identifying motives or causes, making inferences and finding evidence to support generalizations.  Additionally, students will be expected to present and defend opinions by making judgments about information, validity or ideas, or quality of work based on a set of criteria.
