CLASSROOM/JOB PLACEMENT ASSISTANCE The students in this class complete their internship at the Stockton Unified School District Preschool. Teachers and aides working in both the morning and afternoon programs provide input to the program and help to supervise and guide the students.

SUGGESTIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS (Business industry input): The preschool teachers noticed that some of the students are more hesitant than others about interacting with the preschool children. This year, they received an orientation from both their classroom instructor and the preschool teachers prior to starting their internship, which had a positive effect. It was decided that some follow-up conversations with the preschool teachers would be helpful. A debriefing and discussion will be planned at a time convenient for the preschool teachers. Having the students complete a journal entry after each internship period allows for questions and issues to be discussed on an ongoing basis, so that practice will continue. The scheduled time for the Community Health II class was not ideal this year because it coincided with the time the morning class was getting ready to leave and the afternoon class was arriving. If possible, it would be best to schedule the class to coincide with the morning learning labs at the preschool, from about 9 a.m. until 10:30 a.m.
