Course Description:
This competency-based course prepares students in core skills needed for more advanced courses in Digital Art and Illustration.  Students will develop technical and artistic skills using both traditional and digital methods.  Emphasis will be placed on hands-on activities which teach techniques and skills while applying art principles in a creative way.  Students will work with vector-based and bitmap-based software as well as conventional art methods to create a variety of projects.  These projects will be a combination of guided problems with specific parameters along with opportunities for creative self-exploration.  Instructional strategies include: basic and advanced theory and practice through classroom lecture and lab activities.

A. Career Preparation Standards/SCANS:

All work site learning methodologies including Community Classroom and Cooperative Vocational Education will be utilized when appropriate.
