	Grading Procedures:
Skills-Based Testing: Testing in this area will reflect “hands on” skills that the students have developed during the course.  That is, the student will exhibit the skill through demonstration that is being tested (i.e., driving a tractor to exhibit tractor safety and driving skill).  The student will be graded based on a 100 point system, receiving points based on the student’s performance versus acceptable performance.

Knowledge-Based Testing: Testing in this area will reflect “information” learned during the course.  That is, the student will exhibit his/her knowledge through the taking of a written test.  The student will be graded based on a 100 point system; receiving points based on the student performance versus acceptable answers.
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
