Information on the Capital Region Lecture will be posted on the Sacramento County Office of Education’s website soon.  The date will be Oct 29th at Grant High School.  As soon as I receive something, I will also email all of you.
We will order Student Exercise Books/one per school.  As soon as they arrive, we will mail to your school.
